The occasion is always one of gregight as the custom throws
a halo of love and pleasure over each household] apreads gratification
throughout the entire nation at each return of trenniversary of our Savior's
birth. It is proposed to revive this custom in Matat our approaching holidays
to please the young people and at the same timeenaakind for the relief of our
beloved soldiers. A small fee of admittance williequired and each person wil
be allowed the privilege of taking a chance of gejta gift from the tree. The
entire community, especially the little girls, anevited to furnish articles of
handiwork or beautiful, useful ornamental presenisr this purpose. Contribu-
tions may be left at Mrs. Dessau's store."

On the night before Christmas the same newspapadvised the children of
the City to attend the Christmas tree ceremony ingtad of hanging up their
stockings. The managers of the Christmas tree eviesecured beautiful and
commaodious rooms on the second story of the AyeBuilding. Ladies of the
area were asked to send pieces of evergreens focaating the rooms. A tele-
gram from Santa Claus said that the jolly ol' souhad been"filled with patriot-
ism this Christmas but due to the consequencesaf e would not be visiting
firesides and adding that sliding down chimneys vagreatly soil his sulit of
clothing.

1862 Thanksgiving Day Proclamation
by CSA President Jefferson Davis.

President Jefferson Davis, Confederate States of Asrica,
made the following Thanksgiving Day proclamation inl862.
His first such proclamation, "a day of fasting, humiliation and
prayer,” had been issued in 1861. It was not urtiwo years
later that the infidel Abraham Lincoln copied Davisand an-
nounced the first official Thanksgiving day in theNorth.

To the People of the Confederate States:

Once more upon the plains of Manassas have ouesbeen blessed by the Lord ¢
Hosts with a triumph over our enemies. It is myif@ge to invite you once more to His
footstool, not now in the garb of fasting and sexrbut with joy and gladness, to rende

altars and violated the sanctity of our homes. Adoour capital they gathered their
forces, and with boastful threats, claimed it esagly their prize. The brave troops whi
rallied to its defense have extinguished thesehgjies, and, under the guidance of th
same almighty hand, have scattered our enemiedrired them back in dismay.

Sherman marched his troops from Chattanooga, Tenninto
Georgia in May of 1864, he made an ominous promise Presi-
dent Abraham Lincoln.

“I will make Georgia howl,” Sherman famously deelgr

The Civil War's most infamous general kept his wdedving in his wake the howls
of Georgians who watched helplessly as their h@andgroperties were destroyed,
their livestock and valuables taken, and the itrfsaire of their cities left in ruins.

Sherman’s utter destruction of Atlanta and his egbent 300-mile March to the Se
at Savannah resulted in, by the general’'s own at&iri100 million in damages (an
amount equal to $1.38 billion in 2010 dollars) aetlered 300 miles of railroad
tracks useless. Sherman’s troops seized 5,000shdt860 mules and 13,000 head
cattle during their deadly march and left hund@dhousands of pristine Georgia
acres in ashes.

As the country reflects this year on the sesquécerl anniversary of the Civil War
opening volleys, few names are as passionatelystied — especially in Georgia —
as the general who laid waste to so much of the. $te is revered as a military gen

conflict.

Southerners, though, revile Sherman as a war @ipgsirman whose barbaric tactics
were last used in the Dark Ages and later copidddzys in their quest to conquer t
world.

“I consider Sherman to be a war criminal of theshwde type,” James King, com-
mander of the Sons of Confederate Veterans ordmmzaAlbany Camp 141, said.
“Statements made by Sherman indicate that he heebacd for the U.S. Constitutio
and the Bill of Rights and no respect for civihigand liberties of Southern civilian

“Sherman and his 75,000 Union troops exhibitentad tack of character and moral
and were no more than common criminals as theyedyplundered, stole, destroye
murdered, tortured and raped their way across @efoogn Atlanta to Savannah an
then to South Carolina, where their conduct appmaes more heinous, inexcusabl
and vile.”

“People’s take on Sherman tends to depend ongieipective,” said Villa Rica his
tory professor Ernest Blevins, whose relatives ivag both sides during the conflig
and who is one of a small number of war descendeétitslual memberships in the
national Sons of Confederate Veterans and SonsiohWeterans organizations.

“The truth is, he was doing his job, and unfortalyafor the South, he did it well.

Books I've read suggest his strategy was to brigdlan morale in the South and th
break the Confederacy. That's exactly what heHiilv people perceive that strateg
depends on whether they were on the winning andoside.”

Confederate Commanding Gen. Robert E. Lee was athengted detractors on th
losing side.
“No greater disgrace could befall the army, andugh it our whole people, than thé
perpetuation of the barbarous outrages upon thenadeand defenseless and the W
ton destruction of private property that have méutke course of the enemy in our
own country,” he wrote.

By contrast, Lee offered: “We make war only on atmmen, and we cannot take
vengeance for the wrongs our people have suffeithdwt lowering ourselves in the
eyes of all whose abhaorrence has been excitecelatitbcities of our enemies and
offending against Him to whom vengeance belongeth.”

No matter one’s take on Sherman’s strategy, nolheeny its effectiveness.
